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                                                           LESSON NINE  
                                    RECEIVING FROM THE HEAVENLY KINGDOM  
 
As we learn to wear our heavenly garments more and more in our lives, we grow level to 
level into the more refined and beautiful garments in every area of our lives. We will be 
able to see more clearly from the heavenly realm. We will wear our garments by abiding in 
each level before God, so that He can lead you to the next step. God develops us level by 
level and the Lord will recognise you more and more as being one of his own beloved. You 
will truly be set apart For Him and In Him. I feel to repeat Colossians 3. 
 
If then you have been raised with Christ, seek the things that are above, where Christ is, 
seated at the right hand of God. Set your mind on things that are above, not on things that 
are on earth. For you have died, and your life is hidden with Christ in God. When Christ 
who is your life appears, then you also will appear with him in glory.  
Colossians 3; 1-4 
 
To achieve the above, one has to put to death what is earthly in you. Every rag from the 
kingdom of darkness, and that is every sin and every negative thing. Even any negative 
thought needs to be cast out, as a negative thought can defile you, or lead you onto sin. 
Read the rest of Colossians for yourself. 
 
The fruit of the Spirit is love, showing in nine distinct areas, the first three for oneself, 
love, joy and peace, and the other six shown in your love for others. Only the Holy Spirit 
can produce love in us which is the nature of Christ. Love is seeking the good of others 
and giving is the nature of love.  Love is practical, in patience, kindness, goodness. In 
faithfulness, gentleness and self control. In sin one focuses on self, but love turns us in-
side out to love others. 
Love, the nature of God is produced as we walk with Christ. 
 
Beloved, let us love one another, for love is from God, and whoever loves has been born 
of God and knows God. Anyone who does not love does not know God, because God is 
love. 1 John 4; 7- 8 
 
Love is of God. We must be born of God through the new birth, that connects us with God 
and knows God, allowing His Holy Spirit to affect our lives through fellowship in walking 
with Him. 
Gods love is received through the submission of our hearts to Him and develops as 
we walk with Him. 
 
God’s Love has been poured into our hearts through the Holy Spirit who has been given to 
us. Romans 5; 5 
 
We receive His love by knowing ”God loves me” and the more we receive from Him, 
the more we can learn to love, empowering us to love Him and others more. We need to 
live out His love for others as we receive from Him, as this inflow stops  when we do not 
express our love in loving others. 
 
We love, because He first loved us. If anyone says, ”I love God” and hates his brother, 
he is a liar; for he who does not love his brother whom he has seen cannot love God 
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whom he has not seen. And this commandment we have from Him; whoever loves God 
must also love his brother. 1 John 4;19 
 
We need to open our hearts to God’s love with a will and desire to love Him and others. 
This love then happens from within us, as God forms our soul to love, and empowers us to 
act in love through His power within us, transforming us more and more. 
 
Love causes us to become what God designed us to be, whereas sin shuts us down 
causing us to become selfish, full of pride and insecure. This is because insecurity comes 
when we sin, causing us to lose the security of being In Christ.  
Insecurity drives us to become selfish in trying to protect ourselves. 
Pride comes in when sin causes us to live out from the control of self, rather than from 
God. 
We need to repent from that way of life and receive God’s love, which will transform us 
and cause us to become more and more free. 
 
Do nothing from rivalry or conceit, but in humility count others more significant than your-
selves. Philippians 2;3 
 
God is the source of love unlimited and Love is righteousness. 
 
Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness, for they shall be satisfied. Mat-
thew 5; 6 
 
Owe no one anything, except to love each other, for the one who loves another has ful-
filled the law. Romans 13; 8 
 
And He said to him, ”You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all 
your soul and with all your mind. And a second is like it: You shall love your neigh-
bour as yourself. On these two commandments depend all the law and the Prophets.” 
Matthew 22; 37-40 
 
By receiving God's love and living out His love in your daily life, a transformation re-
sults and your eyes are opened to the glorious truth of what we are born for. Transfor-
mation and Transfiguration are linked. Jesus was transfigured before His disciples. He be-
came as light before them. The more we yield to God in worship, the more the Lord can 
transform us, just as a caterpillar changes into a butterfly. 
 
I appeal to you therefore, brothers, by the mercies of God, to present your bodies as a liv-
ing sacrifice, holy and acceptable to God, which is your spiritual worship. Do not be con-
formed to this world, but be transformed by the renewal of your mind, that by testing you 
may discern what is the will of God, what is good and acceptable and perfect.  
Romans12; 1-2  
 
When we yield our bodies, soul and spirit to God in joyful unconditional surrender, for Him 
to work in us and through us, our eyes are opened, as the veil is removed. We suddenly 
see as He sees, understands as He does, and our lives take on a whole new dimension of 
living for Him.  
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But when one turns to the Lord, the veil is removed. Now the Lord is the Spirit, and where 
the Spirit of the Lord is, there is freedom. And we all, with unveiled face, beholding the 
glory of the Lord, are being transformed into the same image from one degree of glory to 
another. For this comes from the Lord who is the Spirit. 2 Corinthians 3; 16-18 
 
Once the veil is removed, the Lord will transform us by His Holy Spirit to one degree of 
glory to the next. 
 
1) We see the need and turn from self to God to receive from Him. Absence of faith is a self sub-

mitted heart, but when we turn to Jesus, He will drive our lives instead. 
2) We see the love of Jesus flowing into us, and as the veil is lifted, enables us to see His love 

and experience it. 
3) We receive His love. We receive from God to the level of our yielding to Him, causing the pro-

cess to happen. The more we receive, the more He can affect our mind and renew it. The Lord 
lives inside us through the Holy Spirit with His freedom and gives us liberty from sin. 

 
The love of God then empowers us to live out His love through our service, able to 
demonstrate Gods love in real life. Our capacity to receive, depends on our surrender and 
obedience. Exercising His love through us in everyday situations, builds up our faith and 
gives us more ability to receive more love from God. 
 
Seeing with God from the Heavenly realm not only transforms our lives to learn to love 
with His love, but by God transforming us from one level of glory to the next, also prepares 
us for eternity. We are therefore being clothed in His love from one degree to another as 
we learn to walk in His love. 
 
 
Then I turned to see the voice that was speaking to me, and on turning I saw seven golden 
lamp stands, and in the midst of the lamp stands one like a son of man, clothed with a long 
robe and with a golden sash around his chest. The hairs of his head were white like wool 
as white as snow. His eyes were like a flame of fire, his feet were like burnished bronze, 
refined in a furnace, and his voice was like the roar of many waters. In his right hand He 
held seven stars, from his mouth came a sharp to edged sword, and his face was like the 
sun shining in full strength. 
     When I saw him, I fell at his feet as though dead. But he laid his right hand on me, say-
ing, “Fear not, I am the first and the last, and the living one. I died, and behold I am alive 
forevermore, and I have the keys of Death and Hades. Write therefore the things that you 
have seen..”   Revelation 1; 12-19 
 
What a powerful vision. A vision that enabled John to write down everything he saw and 
heard from the heavenly realm, to warn us to what was to come, and to be recorded in our 
Bible today. 
 
God needed to show the apostle John all this, to enable him to see and understand things 
from the heavenly realm in order to record it for us. It would have been impossible for him 
to do this from the earthly realm.  
 
There is an enormous difference in seeing the same thing from the earthly realm and see-
ing it from the heavenly realm. The vantage points are totally different. Even as seeing 
something from a vertical angle or from above. If one sees the same thing from above, one 
can see everything around it and therefore get far more information.  
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This will then enable one to see and think from the heavenly realm that will affect how you 
face things. One may face a problem from the worldly realm in fear, but from the heavenly 
realm in courage. One can also see from this passage that Jesus has the keys of death 
and Hades. We cannot see that from the earthly realm, but it becomes a definite reality 
from the Heavenly realm. 
 
We also see from Matthew that the keys of the Kingdom have been given to us who re-
ceive them. Keys are very important, you cannot drive a car without keys, you cannot enter 
your house without keys. In the same way you need to receive the keys of The Kingdom of 
Heaven from Jesus, in order to do His work on earth. 
 
Simon Peter replied, “You are the Christ, the Son of the living God.” And Jesus answered 
him, Blessed are you, Simon Bar-Jonah! For flesh and blood has not revealed this to you, 
but my father who is in heaven. And I tell you you, you are Peter, and on this rock I will 
build my church, and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it. I will give you the keys of 
the  kingdom of heaven, and whatever you bound on earth shall be bound in heaven, and 
what ever you loose on earth shall be loosed in heaven.” Matthew 16; 16- 19 
 
So how does one see and think from the Heavenly realm like Peter did? For us, it is 
through receiving and being baptised by the Holy Spirit. Yielding to the Holy Spirit continu-
ally will enable you to receive and use the keys correctly, causing supernatural signs and 
wonders to follow the work that the Lord has led you to do. 
 
To receive the keys you need to “take the keys.” It’s like having a car on your driveway and 
you cannot drive it unless you pick up the keys! Nothing happens without the keys. Yes 
there is timing as well, you cannot give a child a car to drive! But when the time is right and 
you need the keys to go on a mission trip, you will need the authority, the holder of the 
keys to go with you. You need the power of the Holy Spirit to go with you. 
 
As you take the keys, something supernatural happens on the inside, as God goes with 
you in power, healing and deliverance. The keys are there to help and deliver others and 
this results in spreading His Kingdom on earth. 
 
The prophets of the Old Testament did this, but God only gave the power of the Holy Spirit 
to certain leaders and prophets in the Old Testament, who then obtained supernatural abil-
ity to enable them to accomplish great things for God. 
 
“See, I have called by name Bezalel  the son of Uri, son of Hur, of the tribe of Judah, and I 
have filled him with the Spirit of God, with ability and intelligence, with knowledge and all of 
all craftsmanship, to devise artistic designs, to work in gold, silver, and bronze, in cutting 
stones for setting, and in carving wood, to work in every craft. Exodus 31; 2-3 
 
It was the Holy Spirit who filled Bezalel with such creative workmanship. 
 
And Joshua the Son of Nun was full of the Spirit of wisdom, for Moses had laid his hands 
on him. So the people of Israel obeyed him and did as the Lord had commanded Moses. 
Deuteronomy 34; 9 
 
It was the Holy Spirit who made Joshua into a great military leader. 
 
But the Spirit of the Lord clothed Gideon, and he sounded the trumpet, and the Abiezrites 
were  called out to follow him. Judges 6; 34 
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It was the Holy Spirit that transformed Gideon from a timid man at the wine press 
into a mighty leader. 
 
“The Spirit of the Lord speaks by me; his word is on my tongue. 2 Samuel 23; 1-2 
 
It was the Holy Spirit who put Gods word upon David’s  tongue, and Peter sums it all 
up in, 
 
For no prophecy was ever produced by the will of man, but men  spoke from God as they 
were carried along by the Holy Spirit. 2 Peter 1; 21 
 
The Holy Spirit enabled every prophet to bring forth the true message from God and 
then Jesus came. 
 
… God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with power. He went about do-
ing good and healing all who were oppressed by the devil, for God was with Him.   
Acts 10; 38 
 
And it is the Holy Spirit that speaks to us 
 
“If you love me, you will keep my commandments. And I will ask the father, and he will give 
you another helper, to be with you forever, even the Spirit of truth, whom the world cannot 
receive, because it neither sees him nor knows him. You know him, for he dwells with you 
and will be in you. I will not leave you as orphans, I will come to you. John 14; 15-18 
 
The Holy Spirit is everywhere. Gods presence permeates the whole universe. There is no-
where one could ever hide from God, 
 
Psalm 139 1- 24  Oh Lord, you have searched me and known me! You know when I sit 
down and when I rise up; you discern my thoughts from afar. You  search out my path and 
my lying down and are acquainted with all my ways. Even before a word is on my tongue, 
behold, O Lord, you know it altogether. Psalm 139; 1-4 
 
“Am I a God at hand, declares the Lord, and not a God Afar off? Can a man hide himself in 
secret places so that I cannot see him? declares the Lord. Do I not fill heaven and earth? 
declares the Lord. Jeremiah 23; 23-24 
 
These verses so clearly demonstrate the omnipresence of God through His Holy Spirit. He 
actually knows every movement of every human being upon this earth. He knows every 
thought, every difficulty of every person. 
 
It amazes me that the devil is trying to imitate God’s great omnipresent ability through in-
troducing the chip on the earthly realm. The chip prophesied in scripture, is coming into re-
ality right now, giving a few leaders control over mass populations.  
 
The chip inserted into the hand or forehead of people, give all the information of the indi-
vidual person into a great computer. In this way the leaders can control the lives of millions 
of people at the same time. The chip is a very negative control, it is given to remove free-
dom from that person, and to replace their freedom by complete control over their every 
thought and action. And if that person disobeys them, the computer will be able to shut the 
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person down, even to shutting down their bank balance so they cannot buy or sell any-
thing.  
 
My husband and I saw a shocking thing on YouTube about the coming computers. Com-
puters can be set up with artificial intelligence, so much so that they may even be able to 
think for themselves and outwit human beings. Is this the coming beast that scripture 
warns us about?  
 
And it was allowed to give breath to the image of the beast, so that the image of the beast 
might even speak and might cause those who would not worship the image of the beast to 
be slain. Also it causes all, both small and great, both rich and poor, both free and slave, to 
be marked on the right hand or the forehead, so that no one can buy or sell unless he has 
the mark, that is, the name of the beast or the number of its name. This calls for wisdom: 
Let the one who has understanding calculate the number of the beast, for it is the number 
of a man, and his number is 666. Revelation 13; 15-18 
 
The man speaking on the Youtube, then told us that this computer actually called the beast 
would become as a man made god. If it was good, then life would be good, but if evil, then 
life would become terrible. Well we know that the god of this world is the devil. Could the 
devil enter into that computer to try and take over the world? I don’t know, but how danger-
ous would things become then, and yet, will this be part of scripture coming true before the 
great day that Jesus returns?  
 
And the beast was captured, and with it the false prophet who in his presence had done 
the signs by which he deceived those who had received the mark of the beast and those 
who worshipped its image. These two were thrown alive into the lake of fire that burns with 
sulfur. Revelation 19; 20 
 
In comparison the Holy Spirit of God is a glorious powerful gift from God, enabling man to 
rise up above their natural abilities into supernatural Heavenly ability, enabling them to 
achieve great things for God. We are all different, but God deals with us “where we are.” 
All He desires is that we are “available”and “willing” and “seekers of Him” the King of the 
Kingdom, not the frills of the Kingdom. As we seek the Kingdom, all the other things will be 
added. 
 
Jesus is coming back very soon now. We just need to look around us to see the ever 
increasing control over every part of our lives and businesses. More and more regulations, 
more and more paperwork. Why are the authorities doing all this? Could all this be prepar-
ing us for the coming chip, where everything about us will be computerised? 
 
We therefore must on no condition, accept the chip, but rather be baptised in the Holy 
Spirit and rise up to Live in the Heavenly realm, See from the heavenly realm, Hear God 
in the heavenly realm and Live our lives from the heavenly realm. 
 
Most of this book is scripture, I believe that the Holy Spirit is enabling us to see with spir-
itual eyes what scripture is saying to us, preparing us to see with new eyes what is hap-
pening in the world, so we can rise up to the level of faith that He is calling us to. We all 
need to rise up to the Faith we need, to enable us to live in victory in these last days. 
 
We live in the most dangerous time in history, yet the most exciting time in history. 
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We are all born at this time, able to look back on history, yet have at our fingertips all the 
technology we need, to reach into the uttermost areas of this world with the Gospel Mes-
sage. 
 
Even the most remote people’s now have access to a mobile phone these days and the 
Lord has opened my eyes and showed me how to use this technology to reach out to peo-
ples far and wide with our bible schools of evangelism. Now I am even teaching God suffi-
ciency in organic gardening over radio to teach up to four million people over national ra-
dio in Sierra Leone every week. People come to the Lord every week because of the 
teaching. 
 
I no longer have to travel to Africa to do crusades. The Lord opened my eyes on how to 
preach at crusades via phone from England. Even this week 555 people received Jesus 
as I prayed the sinners prayer with them over the phone. I am doing this on average six to 
eight times a week, so very much more than I could ever do by going to Africa, and even 
more, I am able to reach out to different countries in the same week. 
 
“Open my eyes that I may see in the spiritual realm,” should be the prayer of all of us.
